A history of trauma, such as 

domestic violence, sexual 

assault, and child abuse leave 

survivors psychologically 

vulnerable to trafficking. 

Fear of being blamed for their 

situation and, as a result, being 

ostracized or shut-out from their 

communities keeps many survivors 

from reporting their situation to law 

enforcement.
